In addition, the Rita Tong Liu School of Business and Hospitality Management hosted a series of
"BHM Research Workshop" featuring both local and overseas scholars, including Prof CHAN Koon
Hung, Dr Grace CHAN from the Faculty of International Tourism and Management of City University
of Macau, Dr Teresa POON Shuk Ching, a Project Research Fellow from the Chung-Hua Institution
for Economic Research in Taiwan, Ms Irena YU, a PhD candidate from the Chinese University of
Hong Kong, and Dr Karen MOON. These scholars shared their insights and research expertise,
contributing to the advancement of knowledge within their respective fields.

Publications

A wide array of 97 research papers, books, and publications as well as 28 conference papers were
generated during this period.

The Felizberta Lo Padilla Tong School of Social Sciences takes great pride in overseeing the
esteemed academic journals, namely the International Social Work Journal and the Hong Kong
Journal of Social Work. These journals, edited by esteemed senior professors from the school,
receive sponsorship from reputable organisations including the International Federation of Social
Workers, International Association of Schools of Social Work, and International Council on Social
Welfare. The appointment of the School's senior professors to the editorial boards of these
prestigious academic publications elevates the Institute's reputation, and highlights its dedication
to advancing knowledge and upholding the highest standards of scholarship.

The Institute’s language editing and publication fees schemes has been continued, to assist
academic staff in research and publishing their findings. This support has enhanced the success
rate of article submissions for peer review and publication. During this year, a total of 16 journal
articles were granted funding amounting to HK$205,844.52.



Community Collaboration

CIHE has established partnerships with prestigious international institutes to strengthen students’
articulation pathways and to further collaboration, and with local industry, non-profit organisations
or secondary schools for community engagement and internships and job placements to enrich
educational experience for students.

e Self-financing institutes collaborate to boost online teaching
and learning platforms

The suspension of face-to-face teaching in the education
sector during the 2019-20 academic highlighted the need
to enhance teaching and learning platforms. The Quality
Enhancement Support Scheme (QESS) of the Education
Bureau provided a grant for a theme-based project
"Development of Online Teaching, Learning and Assessment
Solutions" to help lift the teaching quality of self-financing
institutions by developing a video communication solution

for real-time interactive teaching and online assessment.
The project demonstrated inter-institutional cooperation among four institutions, united in their shared
goal of improving teaching through high-quality instruction. This QESS project aimed to make online
teaching more student-centred and flexible, to help teachers and students adapt to new technologies
and to make learning through the use of technology more interesting and effective.
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Collaboration with an Australian Institute to enhance students’
articulation pathway

The Rita Tong Liu School of Business and Hospitality Management was invited by the International
College of Hotel Management (ICHM), a renowned Australian institute, to explore establishing a new
pathway for our students enrolled in the Bachelor of Business Administration (Honour) Programme -
Hotel Management stream to articulate to the Master of International Hotel Management programme
offered by the ICHM.

Spreading influence on the secondary education sector

CIHE and CBCC have partnered with the Association of Hong Kong Chinese Middle Schools (HKCMS)
through a Memorandum of Understanding to enhance student understanding of the scope of tertiary
education and to provide scholarships and bursaries to students from HKCMS member schools.

Hospitality and training restaurant project

Building upon the success of the previous Train-The-Hospitality-Trainer Hotel and Restaurant
Workshop, the Rita Tong Liu School of Business and Hospitality Management has since July
2022 been working on a training restaurant project in partnership with Caritas Tuen Mun Marden
Foundation Secondary School (CTMMFSS). The CTMMFSS home economics rooms were being
renovated, and Vocational and Professional Education and Training lessons had been scheduled to
commence in early 2023. These training opportunities were planned to be extended to other schools
in the region later in the year, to provide students with hands-on training and practical experience in
the hospitality industry, and better prepare them for future careers in the field.

School administration training

The Professional Training in School Administration programme was organised in the first semester
of the 2021-22 academic year by the Rita Tong Liu School of Business and Hospitality Management
in collaboration with the Centre for Advanced and Professional Studies. This training programme
focused on enhancing the knowledge and skills of participants in school administration. The training
programme aimed to equip the 32 participants with the necessary tools and expertise to excel in their
roles in school administration.



Student Activities

CIHE successfully adapted to the "new normal" of learning and teaching from home by
implementing the hybrid modes of education to overcome the physical distance from classrooms,
and to enable students to actively participate in learning and apply their knowledge and skills.
The Institute utilised online learning platforms, virtual classrooms, and interactive tools to create
engaging and interactive remote learning experiences. Efforts were also made to ensure that
students could still enjoy a memorable campus life, albeit in a different format.

Launch of English Learning Academy - ELA

The ELA is an English e-learning
platform and a part of our continuous
efforts to support language proficiency
development. The ELA has released
a total of 20 videos, ranging from 3 to
7 minutes, to demonstrate the correct
daily usage of English. These videos
have collectively achieved an impressive
viewership of 16,180 views.
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and humorous approach to language
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teaching can be daunting and monotonous, hindering learners' engagement and enjoyment, ELA
aims to create fun and interactive learning by incorporating conversations into their content. By
injecting humour into these conversations, ELA encourages learners to actively participate and
enjoy the learning process. This approach not only imparts English knowledge but helps learners
build confidence, develop conversational skills, and ultimately makes English learning an enjoyable
experience.

Featuring contributions from different academic staff members and students, ELA provides a well-
rounded learning experience that covers essential aspects of grammar, pronunciation, writing, and
workplace English. Learners benefit from the diverse perspectives and expertise of the contributors,
gaining a better understanding of how to apply their language skills in real-world contexts.

The significant viewership attracted by the ELA videos indicates that learners find the content
engaging and effective in supporting their language learning goals. Whether these viewers are
students of CIHE, the sister CBCC, secondary schools and universities, or graduates and individuals
seeking a fresh approach to learning English, ELA caters to their needs and helps them enhance their
language proficiency.
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Enhancement of campus life during the pandemic

To meet students’ needs and to strengthen their resilience in coping with online learning during the
pandemic, more student development opportunities were introduced online in the 2021-22 academic
year for students to develop interests and to stay engaged in learning.

Chit-Chat Zoom Channel

The Student Affairs Office launched the Chit-Chat Zoom Channel to provide students with valuable
experiences and a sense of community in the virtual environment. The connection established with
students made a positive impact on them and helped them develop essential skills such as effective

time management and study skills.

Students were encouraged to see the positive side of the very

unusual situation of the pandemic and to keep an open mind to new ways of living, studying, and
working. The 15- to 30-minute online programmes of the Chit-Chat Zoom Channel during lunch
breaks were very well-received. Students could join in at their convenience, and a rich variety of
more than 100 sessions with students' participation were held in this academic year.
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Caritas Character Building Online Induction Programme

The 2021-22 Caritas Character Building Online Induction Programme prioritised development of
collaboration and active participation among new students in full-time programmes. Over 1,200 students
and their teachers interacted and collaborated on tasks in online group activities that fostered teamwork
and cooperation. The programme also encouraged students to set realistic goals, adapt to changes, and
continuously strive for personal growth, in line with the Institute's motto of Ad Destinatum Persequor.

Online platform for student organisations

Student organisation leaders helped to maintain vibrant campus life by adapting their activity plans to
the online platform. Despite challenges, they successfully organised orientation days, inauguration
ceremonies, and various other activities, which provided an opportunity for these student leaders to
develop and showcase their leadership and communication skills.

With the generous support from the Rotary Club of the Peak, a plain wall in the Student Common Room
was transformed into a mural depicting the beauty of nature, and symbolising the core values of Catholic
Education: truth, justice, love, life, and family.




Establishment of CIHE and CBCC Digital Broadcasting Channel -
CCDBC

In March 2022, the highly anticipated "Caritas College Digital Broadcasting Channel" (CCDBC) was
launched as a brand-new YouTube channel providing viewers with a diverse range of informative and
recreational video programmes. A series of video programmes were produced to offer a fun and
relaxing way to explore arts, technology, health, and even personal sharing from students of CIHE
and CBCC.

The CCDBC is a dynamic platform that focuses on engaging with our community through popular
social media channels such as Instagram (IG) and YouTube. CCDBC is dedicated to capturing and
sharing the vibrant and dynamic student life within our institution.

Through short videos and reels, CCDBC provides glimpses into the diverse experiences and activities
that shape the student journey at CIHE & CBCC.

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Finance Statistics and Donations

Notwithstanding the challenging economic environment in 2021-22, donors and the community at
large continued to support the continuous development of the Institute. Thanks to the generous
contribution from donors, CIHE was able to make strategic investments in various areas.

Research Matching Grant Scheme

In the current academic year, CIHE was awarded an accumulative amount of HK$104.2 million after
the completion of the first ten cycles of the Research Matching Grant Scheme. This, combined with
a generous donation of $158.4 million, was dedicated to advancing research and scholarly activities.
These investments in the development of the Institute's research capabilities marked a significant
milestone in CIHE's journey towards achieving the status of a private university.

Strengthen student support and facilities

The teaching and learning environment was improved with the upgrading of several facilities. New

scholarship schemes were also established. In addition, student support and other initiatives were
enhanced in combating the pandemic.

o Digital Entertainment Laboratory
Refurbishment of the Digital Entertainment Laboratory was made possible by a dedicated donation.

The laboratory was upgraded to provide state-of-the-art facilities, enabling students to gain

practical experience and conduct innovative research in this dynamic field.



Joyce M Kuok Foundation Scholarships Schemes

With generosity of the donor, the establishment of the Joyce M Kuok Foundation Scholarships
Scheme became a reality, facilitating the development of students pursuing the Bachelor of
Sciences (Honours) in Physiotherapy. The scholarship to be awarded in 4 consecutive years at
$2 million per year would support students with outstanding DSE results, excellent academic
performance or financial difficulties.

There are three scholarship schemes, namely "Joyce M Kuok Foundation Admission Scholarship”,
"Joyce M Kuok Foundation Academic Awards", and "Joyce M Kuok Foundation Bursaries".
Through these scholarships, deserving students will have the opportunity to access quality studies
in physiotherapy, a significant field that contributes to the advancement and well-being of
individuals. A testament to the foundation's commitment to education and to empowering young
people, the Joyce M Kuok Foundation Scholarships Scheme will undoubtedly have a lasting
impact on the lives of the recipients and the overall development of the physiotherapy profession.

COVID-19 Emergency Fund

Donations to the COVID-19 Emergency Fund Phase 2 were utilised to cover expenses on epidemic
prevention supplies and campus disinfection services. Additionally, donated Rapid Antigen Test
kits, face masks, protective gowns, and hand sanitisers were instrumental in ensuring the health
and safety of the CIHE community.
